Installation

Create the rear
access point
in the back of

the wall cavity.
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ldentify the required position of the taps and
prepare the water supply pipes.

Mark and drill holes. Finish the wall surface.

Screw the legs to the
tap body, ensuring
the O-rings are
in place.

Screw the
plinths on to
the tap legs.
Feed the
tap body
through the
wall.
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Secure the tap by using the washers and
metal backnuts behind the wall.
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Connect the hot and cold water

supplies to the threaded tails.

We recommend using elbows
(not supplied).

Turn on water supply.




Operation General Cleaning Maintenance - Spout Seals
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Bristan products are made from premium
materials, with hand polishing and
electroplated finishes.

Gently remove the
seals from the spout.
Inspect any for
damage and replace

Your taps or shower should be regularly if necessary.
