Household bleaches and cleaners contain harsh chemicals and
may damage the surface finish. Avoid using abrasive cloths,

scouring pads, scrub sponges, steel wool
or anything similar.

Some surfaces such as nickel and pewter may be affected by
the dye found in some cloths, so it is also important to avoid

hanging cloths on spouts.

We recommend servicing your tap at
least once every year to prolong its life.
